Support or Oppose: oppose
Message: This appears to be a red herring which might divert attention from efforts to ensure all the roads are adopted by a council without delay. No council currently cleans up street mess on Trinity Mead - will they then deal with litter dumped in the bin and around it when they don't clean up anything else? Doubtful.
The No. 1 Priority is that a council should adopt all roads on Trinity Mead and council should maintain them all including gritting when necessary.
If residents themselves spread grit and someone falls on the area, will the councillors who voted for the bin to go there share responsibility? What will the insurance arrangements be? No doubt nothing will cover the well-meaning resident.
Residents have heard nothing for nearly a year about roads adoption progress - how about an update? Roads adoption will lead to cleaner safer roads incl. enabling dangerous parking to be dealt with and enable the roads to be maintained - weeds have already broken through the tarmac on Milton Road pavement.
